Colorado producers invited to
farm bill meetings hosted by Farm
Service Agency, CSU Extension

USDA Colorado Farm Service
Agency (FSA) along with Colorado
State University (CSU) Extension
will host multiple Farm Bill meet-
ings and producers are urged to at-
tend.

FSA and CSU Extension will dis-
cuss the Price Loss Coverage (PLC)
and Agricultural Risk Coverage
(ARC) programs which provide rev-
enue and price loss payments to eli-
gible producers for the 2014 through
2018 crop years. The 2014 Farm Bill
ushers in one of the most significant
reforms to U.S. farm programs in
decades.

Additionally, FSA will discuss
the Non-insured Crop Disaster As-
sistance Program (NAP). NAP pro-
vides producers the option to pur-
chase basic catastrophic insurance
(CAT) and now includes buy-up cov-
erage options.

These Farm Bill meetings focus
on PLC, ARC and NAP, which are
administered by FSA. FSA staff will
review the new safety net provisions
and CSU Extension will explain the
new online Farm Bill Decision Aid
Tool that is available at http.//fsa.
usapas.com. The online tool assists
producers in understanding avail-
able enrollment options.

“Producers must make a one-
time decision to retain or reallocate
crop bases, to retain or update pro-
gram payment yields and to select a
coverage option for their operation
for the 2014-18 crop years,” said Le-
land Swenson, FSA Executive Di-

rector.
