An unidentified eight year-old boy was tragically
shot in the head Monday in Trinidad. Police dis-
patch received a call that a male party was injured
and needed attention at the Goddard Street Shell Sta-
tion at approximately 12:01 p.m. Personnel from the
Trinidad Ambulance District and Trinidad Fire De-
partment arrived on the scene and determined that
the injured party was a child, approximately eight
years old, who had sustained a gunshot to the head.

Trinidad Police officers arrived on the scene and
determined that the child had been in a vehicle in
the station’s parking lot with his two brothers, aged
five and 12, when the incident occurred.

The child was transported to the Emergency
Room at Mt. San Rafael Hospital and then flown out
via Flight for Life helicopter to Children’s Hospital
in Denver, according to police.

The Colorado Bureau of Investigation has been
called in to assist in the investigation.

Details of the incident will be forthcoming as they
are made available to The Chronicle-News.
