Since earning a doctorate from Peabody Conservatory and a year of study
in Paris, she and her husband have lived in New York City. They enjoy getting away to their lake cottage
where Walters indulges her love of wildlife and bird watching. Her two cats apparently don’t interfere.

Her touring schedule, however, suggests that she’s not home much. She makes her living on the road,
performing concerts for audiences around the world.
